We welcomed three new staff members, moved to a bigger space in
Somerville, and expanded our programs and collaborations. In addition
to policy, advocacy leadership, and technical support for our member
groups, we added programs to help municipal staff protect their local
rivers and other waters. Our stormwater finance workshops helped
municipalities comply with federal stormwater management
requirements, and our Dam Busters 101 series is helping demystify the
dam removal process. Our fourth Lobby for the Rivers Day brought 120
participants virtually (during a snowstorm) into the State House to
advocate for "The Drought Bill". As always, our 86 member organizations
and other project partners provided expertise, ideas, and helped expand
our network across the state. And thank you to our loyal donors for
making this work possible! We hope you are as proud of our

achievements as we are.
